had the opportunity to join with 1400 people in Grants Pass in serving their
community as well as take a scouting trip to two Native American Tribes in Arizona and visit an Inner-City Ministry in
Fresno. Lord willing, we will be able to start assisting these neglected groups in the future.

| will be leaving on August 14th to participate on a medical mission, high in the Andes in Peru. It is co-
sponsored by Adventure-Trek International and River Valley Community Church. Participating on the trip will be a
family practice physician, a nurse practitioner, a dentist, two young men just completing dental school in Portland, and
several others who will be assisting the medical personnel. You might be asking “Why Peru?” A few facts that you
might find interesting about Peru and this trip especially.

The area we will be serving is in the Ausangate Mountains. When a
small team visited the area last year, they found a forgotten people. Because
these people live at and elevation of fourteen thousand feet, the conditions are
amazingly severe. Just taking warm blankets made all the difference in the
world. They were so excited about the possibility of a medical and dental team
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What we will be doing is some basic medical and dental care along with g A

an eyeglass clinic. We will also be distributing blankets and socks. We will be
going each day to a different village. Part of the team will actually trek into
some small villages in the mountains which are not accessible by van. It is an
amazing opportunity to serve a forgotten people who in many cases are
desperate. We will also be showing the Jesus film in the Quechua language. We
will be traveling with a local Peruvian family and an itinerant evangelist named
Claudio who lives and serves these mountain villages.

My travel expenses are covered for this trip, but | would like to have some good friends praying for me. If you
feel led and would like to contribute financially to some of the ministry expenses associated with the mission (medical
supplies, blankets and socks), simply fill out the enclosed envelope and it will be designated towards your wishes. My
primary purpose in sending this letter however, is to ask you to be on my prayer team. Even though Peru is a
picturesque, beautiful area in many ways, it is also a very dark place. Many of the folks actually worship the mountains
instead of the Lord who made the mountains. We will also distribute Quechua New Testaments. So this trip is
humanitarian in nature, but we will also be sharing the Good News of Jesus.
